ry, and it takes until the Book of Revelation for there to be a transfor-
mation.  

 If  you have been following the readings for morning prayer, 
you will now be immersed in the Book of Job. It happens to be one of 
my favourite books in the Bible, and attempts to answer the age-old 
and still more or less unanswerable question: why do bad things hap-
pen to good people?  

Plenty of bad things have happened in the past year-and-a-half as the 
covid pandemic began, and we are not out of the woods yet.  

Like Job’s friends, we all have our different opinions on the how and 
why and how to respond to crises like these. And like Job, we may 
find ourselves just wanting to howl and rage at what is happening 
around us and to us.  

It is going to take time to get to grips with all that has happened and 
is still happening, even as we attempt a return to whatever the new 
normal is. Perhaps we are nearing the end of this particular catastro-
phe, and our responses are beginning to look towards a transfor-
mation, to a ‘new normal’. No-one knows what that will look like yet, 
but I hope that the ‘new normal’ will include a careful guarding of the 
caring friendships and relationships we have built with each other on 
zoom - and now in person!

Members of the Parish Council, Tewkesbury Borough Council and 

Bloor Homes met to consider the level of works carried out in prepa-

ration of the Handover to the Parish Council. Agreements were 

reached that allowed the handover subject to Bloor Homes agreeing 

to carry out the Reinstatement of the Dean Brook Banks according to 

the agreed planting and also covering the cost of the Parish Council 

managing such works as had not been completed by Bloor homes . 

This will allow  such works to be carried out to the requirements of 

the Parish Council in discussion with the local drainage officer. 

A proposal that the PC should adopt the section of POS on the old Of-

fice Site  is to prepared by Bloor Homes, approved in principle by the 

Borough Council and The PC  will adopt accordingly.  The Parish Coun-

cil is now actively looking for volunteers to join the POS Committee.
